Background Checks 

We have had some very good questions come up about the background checks we are doing for PGK and ASM.  
We have not done checks in a while, our filing system is in need of repair, and we have a big influx of new 
people.  Therefore, we are starting over.  We are doing a local, state, and national background check on everyone 
signed up to serve in PGK and ASM.  This will be our base.  We are using Michael Sellars to do our background 
checks.  Mike is a private investigator who does this regularly as part of his business.  He is a personal friend I 
have known for 8 years and a strong brother in the Lord.  Mike currently provides this service for his church – 
FBC Pearland.  Because it is the most comprehensive search that can be done, the first one is more expensive 
than many of you may be accustomed to.  Each background check is going to cost $10.  This is Mike’s cost – he 
is gaining nothing from this other than offering this as his service to the Lord.   
  
Going forward, yearly background checks will only be done at the local level and will only cost $2-3 each.  We are 
able to fund this through the generosity of an individual who designated funds for the Children’s Ministry. 
  
We have also had questions about the security of the information we are collecting.  All information is kept in a 
secure location that only two people in the church have access to.  Furthermore, only the Pastor and the 
Chairman of the Deacons will know the results of the background checks.  And it will be our responsibility alone to 
discuss any findings with any individuals.   
  
Pecan Grove Baptist Church is in the process of writing an official security and confidentiality policy.  We are 
sourcing other churches documentation on this and look forward to having something in place by next week.   
  
Thank you for your concern and your questions.  As you have other questions, please do not hesitate to ask me.
